COMMEMORATION OF MIHAI MORARU

On March 15, 2023, within the Hincesti Police Inspectorate, an event was organized to
commemorate the ex-commissioner of the Hincesti Police Station, Mihai Moraru, who
died a hero's death for the sovereignty, independence, and territorial integrity of the
Republic of Moldova, at 15.03.1992.

Moraru's place of study).

Moldova Section".
